A $50 deposit reserves your party date. The balance must be paid 5 business days prior to the party.

The party coordinator will call you the week of your party to talk about the details of your party.

Y our party will last 1 %2 hours, not including swim time in the pool. For about 30 minutes your party host will lead
children in age appropriate, water-related games in the grassy area near the pool deck. Pizza, juice, and “Happy Birthday”
cake or cupcakes will be served following the games, and then it’ s time to open presents. If there is time remaining, the
party host will play more games with the children, or parents may choose to end the “host” portion of the party and go
into the pool. The group may stay for unlimited swimming until the pool closes. Y our party host will clean up the area and
store your leftover food in the concession refrigerator where you can pick it up when you are ready to leave.

Parties must bring one adult chaperone per 5 children. One adult may attend for free per child under 9 years of age. There

is no charge for these chaperones. Additional adults may attend by paying the regular daily pool admission of $8. Adults
with a season pool pass will not need to pay an additional amount.

Waiver and release forms are provided to be distributed with the party invitations. Each child attending must
return this form with a parent signature.

Party guests will gather in the Civic Center lobby. When everyone has arrived, your party host will escort all of
you to the poolside party area.

Party Hosts do not go into the pool with the children. All games are played on the grassy area near the pool deck.
Unlimited time in the pool isincluded at the end of the “hosted” party.

In case of alast minute emergency cancellation, please call 630.554.1010.

Coolers may be brought to the pool. Glass containers and alcohol are strictly prohibited in the pool area, so all
coolers will be checked upon entering for glass and alcohol. Food and drinks may be opened only in the party area
or the concession area.

Lawn chairs and strollers may be brought into the party area.

Everyone entering the pool must wear a swimsuit. Children who wear diapers must wear tight fitting rubber pants
over the diaper, or wear a swim diaper.

Children 6 years and older should use gender appropriate locker rooms.

Lifejackets may be used if they are U.S. Coast Guard approved and an adult stays within arm’ s reach of the child
at all times.

Lifeguards and the pool manager have the authority to require al guests at the aquatic park to abide by the pool
rules as posted at the entrance and on deck.
